From the Resolution of the 4th CMKOS Congress

Prague, 7th - 8th April 2006

The Congress elected working presidium of the Congress, noted the reports of the Credentials Committee, the speeches of the Czech Prime Minister Mr Jiří Paroubek, EU Commissioner Mr Vladimír Špidla, ICFTU General Secretary Mr Guy Ryder, ETUC General Secretary Mr John Monks and the President of the Confederation of Trade Unions of the Slovak Republic Mr Ivan Saktor. The Congress approved the Congress agenda, Standing Orders, Election Orders and composition of Congress working committees.

The Congress noted the speech of the CMKOS President Mr Milan Štěch and approved the Report of the CMKOS Council on Meeting the Conclusions of the 3rd CMKOS Congress, the Declaration of the 4th CMKOS Congress on draft Labour Code (see annex 1) and the appeal "Trade Unionists to General Elections" (see annex 2). General elections in the Czech Republic will be held on 2nd and 3rd June 2006.

The Congress expressed 

· its support to protest actions led by our colleagues trade unionists in France and Slovakia; the delegates wished them to achieve meeting of their demands;

· great appreciation and thanks to all those taking part in rescuing lives and property during this year floods and also in removing all their consequences. This concerns especially rescuers, firemen, police, people in medical services, volunteers and soldiers.

The Congress disagreed 

· with further prolonging of retirement age, especially because the men and women working all their lives are threatened by the loss of job much earlier before reaching the retirement age and because the present conditions of retirement do not guarantee the future pensioners adequate living standards. We also demand that the possibility of early retirement in certain situations of life is maintained without fundamental loss of living standards. 

The Congress approved the Report of the CMKOS Auditing Commission and the Report on the CMKOS Economic Management in the period 2002 - 2005. 

The Congress approved amendments to the CMKOS Statutes.

The Congress elected in a secret ballot the CMKOS President Mr Milan Štěch, the CMKOS Vice Presidents Mr Jaroslav Zavadil, Mr Zdeněk Málek and Ms Marcela Kubínková and members and substitutes of the Auditing Commission. 

The Congress adopted the CMKOS Programme of Activities for the years 2006 - 2010.

The CMKOS Congress expressed its thanks to the resigning members of the Auditing Commission and Mr Pavel Skácelík, former Vice President, for the work they did for the CMKOS, appealed to affiliated unions to enhance their efforts leading to integration of individual unions and set the tasks for Congress delegates and the CMKOS Executive: 

· to inform members of the affiliated unions on the results and conclusions of the 4th CMKOS Congress (responsible: Congress delegates);

· to acquaint the members of the affiliated unions with the analysis of election programmes of political parties elaborated by the CMKOS so that the members have a possibility to responsibly decide in the elections to the House of Deputies of the Parliament of the CR (responsible: Congress delegates);

· to react against the way in which the television NOVA informed on the proceedings of the 4th CMKOS Congress in its news on 7th April 2006 (responsible: the CMKOS President M. Štěch);

· to assist by all possible means to the activity of the Regional Councils of Trade Unions in all the regions of the CR (responsible: the CMKOS Executive);

· to seek possibilities of financial share in costs of collective bargaining of non-unionized employees (responsible: the CMKOS Executive).

Annex 1

Declaration of the 4th CMKOS Congress on the draft Labour Code

The delegates of the 4th CMKOS Congress: 

· expect that the draft new Labour Code and legislation connected with it will be approved before the end of the term of office of this Government,

· warn the members of trade unions about the possible abolition or fundamental worsening of the Labour Code after the elections to the House of Deputies of the Parliament of the Czech Republic, as the new Labour Code will enter into force only 1st January 2007,

· call on the CMKOS Assembly and Council to pay maximum attention to future development of legislative process concerning the new Labour Code,

· demand that in case of threat to the Labour Code a decision is taken on extraordinary actions including using all available means.

Appeal

TRADE UNIONISTS TO GENERAL ELECTIONS

The possibility to influence the composition of the Chamber of Deputies of the Parliament of the Czech Republic and of the next Government in forthcoming general elections is very important for employees.

· Give your vote to those who do not question the recognised rights of employees and trade unions!

· Vote the path that would lead our country among the most developed states of Europe!
